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. 1 NTRODUCTI ON

1. At its second session, held in Nairobi from25 to 29 January 1999, the
I ntergovernmental Negotiating Comrittee took up a draft expanded outline of
an international |legally binding instrument for inplenmenting internationa
action on certain POPs that had been prepared by the secretari at
(UNEP/ POPS/ I NC. 2/ 2). In discussing paragraph 4 of article D of that draft,
on managenent and di sposal of wastes containing certain POPs, the Conmittee
noted that the 12 persistent organic pollutants (POPs) 1 were covered under
different instrunents, such as the Basel Convention on the Control of
Transboundary Mvenents of Hazardous Wastes and their Disposal, the London
Convention on the Prevention of Marine Pollution by Dunping of Wastes and

O her Matter, and the Rotterdam Convention on the Prior |Infornmed Consent
Procedure for Certain Hazardous Chem cals and Pesticides in Internationa
Trade. Accordingly, it requested the secretariat to prepare a paper, related

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in particular to paragraph 4 of article D of the draft outline, conprising an
anal ysis of those conventions. |In addition, the Conmttee decided that the
paper should include a flowchart and matrix, showi ng how each of the 10
intentionally produced POPs (aldrin, chlordane, DDT, dieldrin, endrin

hept achl or, hexachl orobenzene, mrex, PCB and toxaphene) m ght be covered by
those conventions at various stages, such as domestic restriction on
production; export notification, listing under annex Il to the Rotterdam
Convention; and the stockpil e-destruction phases. The analysis should al so
clearly distinguish between national and international action and, for each
i nstrument covered, should indicate the current status of signature and
ratification (UNEP/ POPS/INC. 2/ 6, paragraph 58).

2. In response to that request, the Secretariat conpiled the follow ng
i nformati on on how the 10 intentionally produced POPs may be addressed in the
foll owi ng gl obal instrunents:

(a) London Convention on the Prevention of Marine Pollution by
Dunpi ng of Wastes and Other Mtter

(b) Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary Myvenents of
Hazar dous Wastes and their Disposal; and

(c) Rot t erdam Conventi on on the Prior Informed Consent Procedure for
Certain Hazardous Chemi cals and Pesticides in International Trade.

3. O her gl obal and regional instruments of potential relevance are not
covered in the present analysis, and include the Montreal Protocol on

Subst ances that Deplete the Ozone Layer to the Vienna Convention for the
Protection of the Ozone Layer, the Bamako Convention on the Ban of the Inport
into Africa and the Control of Transboundary Myvenent and Managenent of
Hazardous Wastes within Africa, and the Convention to Ban the Inportation
into Forum Island Countries of Hazardous and Radi oactive Wastes and to
Control the Transboundary Myvenent and Managenent of Hazardous Wastes within
the South Pacific Region. Detailed information on these and other agreenents
can be found in the summary of certain relevant nmultilateral |egally binding
i nstruments prepared by the secretariat for the first session of the

I nt ergovernmental Negotiating Committee (UNEP/ POPS/INC. 1/3).

4, One aimof the present docunent is to help ensure conpatibility and
conpl enmentarity among sel ected gl obal instrunments of relevance to POPs. The
docunent identifies how rel evant stages of the life-cycle of a given
substance are covered in those conventions and, in the matrix contained in

annex |, outlines the principal provisions of the conventions, as well as
whet her those provisions require national or international action and whet her
they are mandatory. Annex Il provides the status of signhature and

ratification of the three conventions.

1. CONVENTI ON SUMVARI ES
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5. The foll owi ng sections provide a brief review of the London, Basel and
Rott erdam conventions and those places in which they refer to POPsin their
mandat e of acti on.

A. Convention on the Prevention of Mrine Pollution by Dunping of
Wastes and Ot her Matter(lLondon Conventi on)

6. The purpose of the London Convention is to pronmote the effective
control of all sources of pollution of the marine environment and the
prevention of pollution of the sea fromthe dunmpi ng of wastes and ot her
matter liable to create hazards to human health, to harmliving resources and
marine |life, to danmage amenities or to interfere with other legitimte uses
of the sea

7. The Convention defines "dumpi ng" as any deli berate disposal at sea of
wastes or other matter fromvessels, aircraft, platforns or other man-nmade
structures at sea; or any deliberate disposal at sea of vessels, aircraft,
platfornms or other man-nmade structures at sea. The term "wastes or ot her
matter” is defined as material and substance of any kind, form or
description. Another inmportant termis "incineration at sea", which is
defined as the deliberate conbustion of wastes or other matter at marine
incineration facilities for the purpose of their thermal destruction

8. In accordance with the provisions of the Convention, Parties shal
control the dunping of any wastes or other matter as foll ows:

(a) Dumping is prohibited for those itens listed in annex | to the
Conventi on;

(b) Dumpi ng requires a prior special permt for those itens listed in
annex |1; and

(c) Dumpi ng of all other itenms requires a prior general permt.

9. Annex | to the Convention, as anended in 1993, includes: organohal ogen
compounds; mercury and cadm um and their conpounds; persistent synthetic
materials; crude oil, its waste and other petrol eum products and wastes;

radi oacti ve wastes or other radioactive matter; materials produced for
bi ol ogi cal and chem cal warfare; and, from1 January 1996, industrial wastes.

Annex 11 includes: arsenic; |ead, copper and zinc and their conpounds;
organosili con conpounds; cyanides; fluorides; pesticides and their by-
products not covered in annex I; beryllium chrom um nickel; vanadium bul ky

materials |iable to sink to the bottomof the sea which nmay present serious
obstacles to fishing and navigation; and materials which, though of a non-
toxi c nature, may beconme harnful due to the quantities in which they are
dunped, or which are liable to seriously reduce anenities. Exenpt are those
subst ances which are rapidly rendered harm ess by physical, chem cal or

bi ol ogi cal processes in the sea, and wastes or other matter containing the
substances within the scope of the Convention when found as trace

contam nants. The 12 specified POPs and nost, if not all, possible
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addi ti onal POPs woul d be covered by this Convention since organohal ogen
conmpounds and persistent synthetic materials are included in its annex |

10. Under the Convention, national authorities are designated to: to issue
special permts prior to dunping of matter listed in annex Il; to issue
general permts for all other dunmping; to keep records related to the nature
and quantity of matter permitted for dunping as well as the location and
manner; and to nonitor, individually and jointly, the condition of the seas.

11. The Convention requires that contracting parties pronote, through

col l aboration within the International Maritime Organization and ot her

i nternational bodies, support for those parties which request it. This

i ncludes training of scientific and technical personnel; supply of necessary
equi pnent and facilities for research and nmonitoring; and disposal and
treatment of waste and other neasures to prevent or mtigate pollution caused
by dunping. These activities should preferably be undertaken within the
concerned countri es.

12. The 1996 Protocol to the Convention, while conserving the principles of
the Convention, also requires parties to apply a precautionary approach to
environnental protection fromthe dunmpi ng of wastes and other matter
Preventive measures are hence taken when there is reason to believe that the
dunping is likely to cause harmeven w thout conclusive evidence of a causa
rel ati onshi p between input and effect. Parties nust prohibit dunping of any
wastes other than those listed in annex 1 to the Protocol. Those listed in
the annex include dredged material; sewage sludge; fish waste; vessels and
platforns or other man-made structures at sea; inert, inorganic geol ogica
material; organic material of natural origin; and bulky itenms consisting
primarily of iron, steel, concrete and simlarly unharnful materials.

Parties must also prohibit the incineration at sea of wastes or other matter
and nmust not allow the export of waste or other matter to other countries for
dunmpi ng or incineration at sea. The 1996 Protocol is not yet in force.

B. Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary Myvenents of
Hazar dous WAstes and their Di sposa

13. The two maj or objectives of the Basel Convention are the
environnental Iy sound nmanagenent and di sposal of hazardous wastes and the
control of the transboundary novenents of such wastes. For the forner,
parties to the Convention are to mnimze the generation of those wastes,
ensure the availability of adequate disposal facilities and di spose of wastes
as close as possible to their source of generation and in a manner designed
to protect human health and the environnent. For the latter, transboundary
novenments of hazardous wastes should be reduced to a mininum Such novenents
bet ween parties would not be allowed w thout the prior witten consent of the
receiving country. Myvenent between a party and a non-party country is

prohi bited unl ess both have entered into a bilateral or multilatera

agreenent regardi ng transboundary movement of hazardous wastes that is not

| ess environnmental ly sound than the provisions set out in the Base

Convention itself.
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14. The Convention defines "wastes" as substances or objects which are

di sposed of or are intended to be di sposed of or are required to be disposed
of by the provisions of national |aw. Disposal includes final disposal
recovery and recycling. Wastes are defined as hazardous if they:

(a) Bel ong to any of the waste categories listed in annex | to the
Convention (which includes wastes fromcertain types of facilities or
production or treatnent processes), unless they do not possess any of the
hazard characteristics listed in annex Il (which includes expl osive,
fl ammabl e, poi sonous, infectious, corrosive, chronically toxic and ecotoxic
subst ances or wastes); or

(b) Are consi dered hazardous by the donestic |egislation of the party
of export, transit or inport. 2

15. Most, if not all, of the identified POPs, when defined as wastes (i.e.
destined for final disposal or recycling) and subject to transboundary
noverment, will be characterized as hazardous wastes under the Base
Convention. The Convention clearly identifies several waste POPs in its
annex | (categories to be controlled), in particular waste substances and
articles containing or contam nated with PCBs, as well as any congenor of
pol ychl ori nat ed di benzo-furan (PCDF) or polychlorinated di benzo-p-dioxin

( PCDD) .

16. The Convention includes technical and financial assistance provisions.
Parti es shall enploy appropriate nmeans to cooperate in order to assi st

devel opi ng countries and other countries in need of technical assistance in
the inmplementation of the obligations of the Convention. Technica

assi stance includes: devel opnent of national |egislation, regulations and
standards; identification of main hazardous waste streanms and preparation of
nati onal plans for the management of hazardous wastes; fostering of
environnental | y sound managenent of hazardous wastes and technol ogy transfer
activities; and information exchange. A technical cooperation trust fund was
established to assi st devel oping countries and other countries in need of
techni cal assistance in the inplenentation of the Basel Convention. The
trust fund is an independent mechanismfinanced from voluntary contributions
and is adm nistered by the United Nations Environnent Programre (UNEP). It
includes nmultilateral, regional and bilateral cooperation. 3

17. The 1995 anendnent to the Convention, adopted by the Conference of the
Parties in its decision II11/1, prohibits the transboundary novenment of
hazar dous wastes fromthe parties listed in annex VIl to the Convention

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(nanely, nmenbers of the Organisation for Econom c¢ Cooperation and Devel opnent
(CECD), the European Conmmunity and Liechtenstein) to countries not so
listed. In 1998, two new annexes were added to the Convention: annex VIII
which [ists wastes that would normally be characterized as hazardous under
the Convention; and annex I X, which lists wastes that would normally not be
characterized as hazardous under the Convention

C. Rotterdam Convention on the Prior |nformed Consent Procedure for
Certain Hazardous Chem cals and Pesticides in |International Trade

18. The Rotterdam Convention is a means for formally obtaining and

di ssem nating the decisions of inporting parties as to whether they wish to
receive future shipnents of a given chem cal, and for ensuring conpliance
with these decisions by exporting parties in protecting human health and the
environnment form harnful effects of such chem cals. The Convention ains to
pronote shared responsibility and cooperative efforts anong parties in the

i nternational trade of certain hazardous chem cals in order to protect human
health and the environment from potential harmand to contribute to their
environnental |y sound use.

19. In order to achi eve the above-nenti oned goals, the Convention
establishes an information-exchange procedure through which information on
nati onal bans and severe restrictions of chem cals and information on
hazardous pesticides formulations is collected and dissenmnated to parties to
the Convention. On the basis of this information, chemicals are included in

the prior informed consent (PIC) procedure and listed in annex Il of the
Convention accordingly. Parties nmust submt responses as to whether or not
they consent to the inport of chemcals listed in annex Il1l. These responses

are dissemnated to parties, who are to ensure conpliance at national |evel.
If a party does not consent to a particular inmport of a certain chenmical in
annex |11, it must ensure that that chem cal is not inported from any other
country and that the chemicals is no | onger produced domestically.

20. Under the Convention, exporting parties nust informinporting parties
when exporting a chemcal that is banned or severely restricted in their
territory. Al admnistrative functions under the Convention are performed
by designated national authorities, acting on behalf of the individua
parties.

21. Annex 111 to the Rotterdam Convention |ists chem cals subject to the
Pl C procedure and includes aldrin, chlordane, DDT, dieldrin, heptachlor
hexachl or obenzene and PCBs. Chemcals inported in quantities not likely to
af fect human health or the environnment provided they are inported for
research or analysis or in quantities reasonable for personal use by an

i ndi vidual are exenpted fromthe information-exchange procedure.

22. As far as technical and financial assistance is concerned, parties
shall, taking into account in particular the needs of devel oping countries
and countries with economies in transition, cooperate in pronmoting technica
assi stance for the devel opnent of the infrastructure and capacity necessary
to manage chemcals. Parties with advanced programres for regul ating
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chemical s shoul d provide technical assistance, including training, to other
Parties in developing their infrastructure and capacity to nanage chem cal s
t hroughout their life-cycle. Governments that are in a position to do so
shoul d hel p devel oping countries and countries with economes in transition
to participate fully and effectively in the Convention by providing the
necessary financial and technical resources. A financial mechanismto be
used by the Convention has not yet been finalized.

I, ANALYSI S
23. The follow ng chart indicates the stages of the |life-cycle of a
chem cal at which that chemical will be affected by the three conventions
covered in the present docunent. It is a summary chart and does not attenpt

to be all-inclusive.
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POTENTI AL COVERAGE OF POPS UNDER THE BASEL,

Basel: POPs classified as hazardous wastes cannot be
transported from one party to another without prior
written consent. Movements of such wastes between a
party and a non-party will not be allowed unless a
bilateral, multilateral or regional agreement isin place.

Rotterdam: POPs not classified as wastes and included in
the PIC procedure can be exported from one party to
another party only when the importing party has notified
its consent to such imports of the POP.

London: Parties are prohibited from dumping at sea al
industrial wastes and certain hazardous wastes, including
organohal ogen compounds. Other hazardous wastes,
including pesticides, require a specia permit. Guidance
on issuing permits includes consideration of persistence,
accumulation and toxicity. Incineration at seais
prohibited.

Basal: Parties take appropriate measures to ensure that
hazardous wastes are managed in an environmentally
sound manner. These measuresinclude: minimizing
hazardous-waste generation; developing management
plans; and ensuring the availability of adequate disposal
facilities and trained personnel.

V. MAJOR PROVI SI ONS OF THE CONVENTI ONS

24, The matrix provided in annex | outlines the principal provisions of the
conventions as well as whether the related action to be taken is national or

i nternational (collaborative or in cooperation with other States) and whet her
this action is mandatory. The subdheadi ngs given are not necessarily the
titles of the articles as they appear in the respective conventions.

The-provi sions are summari zed wi thout necessarily including the related
time-limts and specific conditions. Final provisions, such as those rel ated
to dispute settlenent, conpliance, amendnents, conferences of the parties,
etc., have not been reflected. 1n addition, provisions related to the

desi gnation of national authorities and capacity-building have been covered
under the general description of each convention. The matrix does not
constitute a |l egal analysis of the conventions concernedbut has been proposed
in response to the request by the Conmttee for information on the coverage
of POPs by the three conventions at various stages.

25. Wthin the matrix, "national"” nmeans that the action nust be taken
domestically by parties to conply with the provisions of the Convention
"international” neans that the action is to be taken with other parties or
States, or in consultation with other Parties or States and/or with

i nternational organizations, bodies or agencies to endeavour to neet the
provi sions of the convention; and "organi zati onal” neans that the action is
to be taken by a convention body.

26.. Annex Il provides the status of signature and ratification of the
London, Basel and Rotterdam conventions as of the date indicated.
