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I NTRODUCTI ON

The present conpendi um of summary information on existing nationa
| egislation relating to persistent organic pollutants (POPs) was prepared by
the secretariat in response to the request for such information by the
| mpl ement ati on Aspects Group at the second session of the Intergovernnenta
Negotiating Comm ttee for an International Legally Binding Instrunent for
I mpl ementing International Action on Certain persistent organic pollutants,
held from25 to 29 January 1999 in Nairobi, Kenya

The conpendiumis limted to information on national |egislative and
regul atory actions and those of regional econom c integration organizations
whose | egislative and regul atory actions are directly applicable to their
menber states.

Information for the compendi um of summary information was coll ected
fromthe follow ng sources:

(a) Regul atory Actions and Gui del i nes concerni ng POPs, UNEP
Chemical s; June 1998, which is based on the UNEP Chenicals Legal File, the
joint prior infornmed consent (PIC) procedure database of UNEP and the Food
and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO and POPs information
guestionnaires received from Governnments by UNEP Chemicals prior to May 1998;

(b) POPs information questionnaires submtted by Governnents to UNEP
Chemicals from May 1998 to May 1999;

(c) Proceedi ngs of eight regional and subregional POPs awareness-
rai sing workshops held between July 1997 and June 1998 and convened jointly
by UNEP and the Intergovernmental Forum on Chemical Safety (IFCS); and

(d) Consol i dated List of Products Whose Consunption and/or Sal e have
been Banned, W thdrawn, Severely Restricted or not Approved by Governnents;
Fourth Edition; United Nations; New York, USA;, 1991

When interpreting the information gathered fromthese sources, the
foll owi ng points should be taken into consideration. First, conpleteness and
quality of data varies fromsource to source. The information provided
through the PIC procedure may be the nost reliable since it is drawn from
formal subm ssions by countries. Data fromthe regional and subregiona
wor kshops, on the other hand, are based on reports given by government
experts who may not always indicate the source of their information. Second,
i nformati on subnmitted may be i nconplete, unclear, or otherw se inconcl usive.
Third, the nature of the action taken can be difficult to discern w thout
further information. Fourth, absence of a regulatory control does not
necessarily mean that the use of the chemical is allowed (e.g., unregistered

pesticides). Fifth, for some countries, the data used are seriously
out of date and may overl ook inportant actions taken by them nore recently on
POPs.

The conpendiumis a first attenpt to sunmarize avail able i nformation
and needs to be further el aborated and conti nuous updated. Governnents are
invited to provide additional information to correct or update the
i nformati on used here. The summary will be revised regularly to reflect new
i nformati on received.

ORGANI ZATI ON OF THE COVPENDI UM

For each of the 12 POPs under consideration by the POPs
i nt ergovernnental negotiating conmttee, information is sumuarized by country
and includes informati on on bans, restrictions, and use, along with the
effective date and the references and data sources (see next section) for the
actions.

For the purpose of devel oping the sunmary contained in the sunmary of
exi sting national |egislation on persistent organic pollutants
(UNEP/ POPS/ I NC. 3/ I NF/ 2) | egal and regul atory actions have been categorized as
fol | ows:

(a) GCeneral bans. This includes prohibitions on all known current
uses of a chemical. Also included in the category are pesticides that are
not registered for such use in a country that requires this and that have no
signi ficant non-pesticide uses;

(b) (B2) Limted bans. This includes bans on one or npbre nmmjor use
category w thout specification as to whether other uses are banned. For
exanpl e, a pesticide POP could be banned in agriculture, but bans on other
uses (e.g., for head lice) are not mentioned,

(c) (B3) Bans by the European Community. This includes cases where
t he European Community has taken action to ban a POP, but data from one or
nmor e European Comunity nmenber States are m ssing or otherw se out-of-date

(d) (S) Severe restrictions. This includes bans on all major uses
except for certain specified uses (e.g., use of DDT for disease vector
control purposes);

(e) (R) Oher restrictions. This includes prohibitions on sonme uses
and other requirements related to the use of a chem cal

(f) (L) Lacks legislation. This includes cases where a country has
indicated that it |lacks |egislation necessary to regulate the use of a
chemical or chemnicals;

(g) (1) Inconclusive. It was not possible to determ ne the | evel of action
taken based on the data provided.
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It is inportant to note that, based on the available data, it is often
difficult to distinguish between the various |evels of |egislative or
regul atory action taken in countries.
