DRAFT ARTICLE J--TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE

recognising that rendering of timely and appropriate technical assistance
is an essentia requirement to the successful implementation of this
Convention, and

taking into account the particular needs of developing countries and
countries with economies in transition, shall cooperate to provide timely
technical assistance to develop their infrastructure and capacities' to
implement their obligations under this Convention.

2. The assistance to be provided by Parties shall include inter alia and as appropriate

areview, in cooperation with competent international organizations, of
available infrastructure, capacity and institutions at the national and local
level, and the potential to strengthen them for the purpose of this
Convention;

developing and implementing programmes and/or national action plans
addressing the objectives of this Convention, taking into account

national priorities;

training of decision makers, managers and personnel who are responsible
for the collection and analyses of data regarding the effects of POPs on
the environment and human health;

strengthening training and research capacity at the national and regional
level for introducing alternatives for POPs;

the development, implementation and enforcement of regulatory controls
and incentives;

promoting awareness-raising and information-disseminating
programmes; and

transfer of technology.

3. The Parties shall establish arrangements for the purpose of providing technical assistance
and the transfer of technologies to developing countries and countries with economiesin
transition. The arrangements shall include a clearing-house?, administered by the
Secretariat, to facilitate and coordinate the exchange of information on the needs, available
multilateral and bilateral assistance, and aroster of expertise relating to technical assistance
and capacity-building. The clearing-house shall assist Parties, particularly developing
countries and countries with economies in transition, in accessing expertise and technical
assistance to fulfil their obligations under this Convention.

! Capacity also includes the capacity to access existing mechanisms for obtaining assistance.
2 Clearing house text could be located under either Article G or J.
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4. The national reporting by the Parties under Article L shall include information to enable
the Secretariat to submit to the Conference of the Parties a detailed report on technical

assistance.

DRAFT ARTICLE K---FINANCIAL RESOURCES AND MECHANISMS

1. The developed country Parties shall provide developing country Parties and Parties with

economies in trangition with financial assistance in order to implement the Convention.

2. Each Party undertakes to provide, in accordance with its capabilities, financial support
and incentives in respect of those nationa activities which are intended to achieve the

objectives of this Convention.

3. The Conference of the Parties shall promote the availability of financia resources and
mechanism[s] and shall encourage the development of such mechanism[s] to seek to maximise
the availability of funding for developing Parties and Parties with economies in transition to

implement the Convention.

4. To this end, the Conference of the Parties shall:

6. Developing Parties and Parties with economies in transition shal utilise, and where
necessary establish, national co-ordinating mechanisms integrated in national sustainable
development programmes, that would ensure the efficient use of al available financial
resources.

7. The Parties shall take full account of the specific needs and specia situation of least
developed countries in their actions with regard to funding.

8. The Conference of the Parties shall review, on aregular basis, the financial
mechanism([s] established under this Article in order to decide on the necessary measures to
improve its [their] effectiveness and extend its [their] scope to cover new requirements that
could arise during the process of implementation of this Convention.
