Based on the positive response that | received to the scenario note that |
distributed prior to INC3, | have prepared this scenario note for INC4 to
comuni cate nmy plans and general expectations to all del egates and, hopefully,
to assist delegates in preparing for the neeting. The Secretariat wll
distribute this note with the first group of neeting and informtion docunents
in md-Decenber (they are available on the POPs web site
http://ww. chem unep. ch/ pops/) and the final distribution of neeting papers will
occur at the end of January 2000. This schedul e should allow del egates
sufficient time to review the docunents and to conduct consultations and nmake
ot her preparations for the negotiations.

| mpl ement ati on Aspects Goup (IAQG, is the scenario for the | AG devel oped by the
Bureau of the 1AG at their meeting in Geneva, 8-9 November 1999. This |IAG
scenari o was requested by INC3 in paragraph 91 of UNEP/ POPS/ | NC. 3/ 4.

Ceneral Objectives for | NC4:

It is inportant to recall what we nmust acconplish at INC4 if the convention is
to be conpleted by the end of 2000 as specified in our mandate (UNEP Governi ng
Counci | Decision 19/13Q).

The text of the draft convention devel oped at INC4 should cover all the issues
and be as clearly worded as possible, with the absolute m ni mum nunber of square
brackets. This is necessary to enable governnments to carry out preparatory
consultations and then attend INC5 (tentatively Novenber 2000) with a nandate to
concl ude the negotiations by resolving all issues and conpleting the convention
text. |If there are any issues that cannot be resolved at INC4, the policy
choices nmust be reflected in the draft text as clearly as possible to permt
governments to make the necessary preparations for | NC5.

Organi zati on of work:

INCA will involve a full 6 days of negotiations from March 20-25, 2000 (i.e.
Monday - Saturday), with provision for regional neetings on the afternoon of
March 19 (Sunday).

G ven the nature of the work that nust be acconplished at INC4, and ny view that
regi onal groups need to be prepared to begin negotiations on the first day of
the neeting, | have witten to the Bureau nenbers requesting themto cal

regi onal neetings on Sunday, March 19. The UNEP Secretariat will allow for this
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in maki ng travel arrangenents for those del egates for whom they provide
assi st ance.

From Monday to Saturday, the daily schedule for the main INC4 neetings is for
two three-hour sessions per day (10:00 - 13:00 and 15:00 - 18:00), with one
possi bl e exception (see below). It is hoped that this schedul e can be adhered
to in order to provide tinme in the evenings and during meal breaks to enable
del egates to relax and/or to attend Bureau and regi onal neetings, caucuses,
contact groups, etc. As our German hosts will be holding a reception for INC
del egates on Monday evening, there will be no neetings on Monday evening to
ensure that all delegates are free to attend the reception

CGenerally, | expect the week to unfold as follows. The INCw Il begin in

pl enary on Monday norning and get down to business quickly. 1In the afternoon
the INCwill split into separate neetings of the IAG and the group that renmains
in the plenary hall after the AG has left for their nmeeting, which is referred
to as the “Negotiating Goup”. These groups will continue to neet through the
Wednesday norning sessions except when the plenary neets briefly at the

begi nni ng of the Tuesday and Wednesday norni ng sessions to hear progress reports
fromthe 1 AG Negotiating Goup, Legal Drafting Goup (LDG and any contact

groups that may have been establi shed. Pl enary will convene again on Wdnesday
afternoon and continue until the close of the session on Saturday afternoon. |If
necessary, an evening session of the IAGw Il be held on Wednesday to clear its

report to plenary.

The LDG will start neeting on Monday and continue throughout the week as
necessary. It will begin its work by addressing the articles that were
forwarded too late to be addressed by the LDG at INC3 (D.2 bis, D. 3 and Annex
D.1 (e)). Once discussion on other articles is concluded by the Negotiating
Group or the plenary, these will be forwarded to the LDG for review Del egates
are rem nded that only representatives of governnments and, by agreenent of the

I NC, of the Comm ssion of the European Community are able to participate in the
LDG. The LDG devel ops |egal text once the "substance" has been agreed upon by
the INC. There is no negotiation of substantive matters or policy issues in the
LDG any issues of this nature that arise during the legal drafting process are
referred back to the INC for resolution. The LDGis not a formal group in the
sanme sense as the IAG it is a drafting group and should be considered nore akin
to a small contact group.

I do not expect to have nore than two maj or groups operating at any one time.
However, a group nmay set up small contact groups to assist in getting its work
done. The INC Bureau will keep a close watch on the establishnment of contact
groups to make sure that the neeting does not get too conplex and to ensure that
all delegates can foll ow what is happening. Also, we will continue to start each
day in plenary with reports from contact groups, as has been our past practice.
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The report of the neeting is one of the nost inportant products of the week’s
work. | wish to remind all participants that the report can only reflect the
i nterventions and work that have been discussed prior to the initiation of the
pl enary di scussion to adopt the neeting report. The neeting report will be

di scussed in the plenary on Saturday, March 25, as the last item of business
prior to the closure of the neeting.

Negoti ati ons on the POPs Convention

There were three major issues that were addressed at I NC3: the devel opment of
article D (Measures to reduce or elimnate rel eases), the acceptance of the
Criteria Expert G oup report and the subsequent devel opment of article F
(Listing of substances in Annexes A, B and/or C), and the concerns relating to
articles J (Technical assistance) and K (Fi nancial resources and mechani sns).
Significant progress was made on articles D and F and | expect that INC4 wil|
build on this to advance the text on these two articles. Nunmerous concerns were
expressed by del egates on the need for drafting articles J and K and | regard
this as one of the nost inportant tasks for INC4A. The status of each draft
convention article is summarized in Annex | of the INC3 neeting report

(UNEP/ POPS/ I NC. 3/ 4) .

From Monday to Wednesday in the Negotiating Goup, | intend to address those
articles that require discussion prior to plenary reviewin the latter half of
the week. | will begin on Monday by addressing articles Hand |, that were not

considered by the Negotiating Goup at INC3, followed by articles D, E, F and G
that were considered by the Negotiating Group at I NC3 but not resol ved

The TAGwill work on drafting articles J and K, using the paper devel oped by the
group’s Bureau (UNEP/POPS/INC.4/3), with a viewto conpleting its work by
Wednesday, so that the group’s report may be addressed in the plenary as early as
Thursday. As noted in its mandate, the AGw Il conclude its work at | NC4.

If all goes as planned, the INCwill nmeet in plenary as early as Wdnesday
afternoon and until the close of the neeting on Saturday. | will attenpt to
have the plenary: review all the articles devel oped by the Negotiating G oup

the AG and the LDG identify the terns that need to be defined for article C
(Definitions); and solicit views on articles A (Preanble) and B (Objective). M
objective is to have a draft convention (albeit with sone square brackets) by
the end of the meeting. 1In order to achieve this objective, | believe that the
negoti ators at INC4 nust attach high priority to addressing the concerns raised
at I NC3, especially those on articles J and K rai sed by both devel oped countries
and the devel oping countries and countries with economies in transition

Possi bl e Qutcones of | NC4:
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The following is a list of the expectations that | have for possible neeting
outcomes, remenbering that nothing is truly “final” until everything has been
agreed to at | NC5:

-article Dis drafted, addressing all aspects of the control decisions for the
12 POPs;

-articles C, E, F, G H I, J and Kare in the formof firm proposals;
-articles L to Z are in the formof firm proposals; and

-any remaining issues are identified (as no new i ssues can be introduced after
I NC4) and any requests for secretariat inter-sessional work are defi ned.

In closing, | urge all delegates to cone prepared to make substantial progress
on all articles, especially J and K, and to denonstrate good will, flexibility
and a constructive approach to the negotiations.
