Item 2:  Organizational matters

Adoption of the rules of procedure
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The Meeting has before it the rules of procedure for meetings of the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee as contained in document UNEP/POPS/CONF/PM/INF/1.  The Meeting may wish to decide to apply the rules of procedure of the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee, mutatis mutandis, to its proceedings.

Election of officers

Subject to the rules of procedure, the Meeting will elect its Bureau consisting of the following officers:

Four Vice-Chairs, one of whom shall act as Rapporteur.

The Meeting may wish to elect the same officers as for the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee.

Upon his/her election, the Chair presides in accordance with the rules of procedure.

(c)
Adoption of the agenda
6.
The Meeting may wish to adopt its agenda on the basis of the provisional agenda as contained in document UNEP/POPS/CONF/PM/1.  The items contained in the provisional agenda are the following: item 1 (Opening of the Meeting); item 2 (Organizational matters:  (a) Adoption of the rules of procedure; (b) Election of officers; (c) Adoption of the agenda; (d) Organization of the work of the Meeting); item 3 (Preparation of resolutions for the Conference of Plenipotentiaries); item 4 (Adoption of the report of the Meeting) and item 5 (Closure of the Meeting).

Organization of the work of the Meeting
7.
The Meeting may wish to work in its entirety without establishing any subsidiary body.

8.
In the event that it is deemed necessary to establish drafting groups or contact groups on specific matters, the Chair may propose to the Meeting to establish such groups and subsequently appoint members to form them.

The Meeting may wish to decide that it meets from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. and from 3 p.m. to 6 p.m. on 21 May 2001, subject to adjustment as appropriate.

Item 3:  Preparation of resolutions for the Conference of Plenipotentiaries
10.
The Meeting has before it a document on draft resolutions for consideration by the Conference of Plenipotentiaries (UNEP/POPS/CONF/PM/2). The resolutions therein were tabled at the fifth session of the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee but time did not allow for their approval.

11.
The Chair will invite the secretariat to present the draft resolutions to the Meeting.  On that basis, the Meeting may wish to agree on the resolutions, amended as appropriate, for their submission to the Conference of Plenipotentiaries for its consideration.

Item 4:  Adoption of the report of the Meeting

12.
The meeting will adopt the report of the Meeting, amended as appropriate, for its submission to the Conference of Plenipotentiaries or otherwise agree on a procedure for making its conclusions known to the Conference.

Item 5:  Closure of the Meeting

After the customary exchange of courtesies, the Chair may declare the closure of the Meeting.  It is expected that the Meeting will be closed by 6 p.m. on Monday, 21 May 2001.
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
