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Swedish comments on the draft Risk Profile for SCCPs

We appreciate that our previous comments have been considered in the new draft Risk Profile on SCCPs. We have some additional minor comments and proposals.

Section 2.5.2 Ecotoxicity

Table 2-4 We find it useful that mammalian toxicity data have been included in table 2-4, but we would recommend basing the LOAEC on the chronic study in mice by NTP or on the reproductive toxicity data on the analogue MCCP. It would not make much difference to the LOAEC value, but chronic or reproductive toxicity studies are in our opinion more relevant than a 13 weeks study. One could stick to the LOAEC of 100 and add some wording that this LOAEC is considered to be supported by chronic and reproductive toxicity data. 
Section 3 Synthesis of Information

Table 3-3 We think the text introducing this table should say that the ordinary risk assessment methodology is not recognized as reliable for POPs, and that the comparison made is done purely for illustrative purposes rather than to assess the risks in a quantitative manner. 

In addition, please note that the CTV-approach using LOEC/LOAEL/EC50 as basis for this comparison is not in line with the approaches used in the EU where NOEC/NOAEL would be used. If the comparison is to be included in the report we suggest that the text explicitly state that the RQ is based on comparing Effects Levels (LOEC/LOAEL/EC50) in different organisms with concentrations of SCCP occurring in the Great Lakes. 

Section  4 Concluding statement

We recommend adding "SCCP is likely a reproductive toxicant in mammals" to paragraph 2. 

In paragraph 3 it could be added that "simultaneous exposure to the analogue MCCP would increase the risks because of similar toxicity profiles of SCCP and MCCP".    
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
